1st Week / May 28 / 1st Mercy 

Adonai God remembering His Love to us. His 
lovingkindness leads to repentance for those who wait 
on Him. (Isa. 30:18 / Rom. 2:2- 4)  
Tribe to pray – Reuben. See declarations for Tribes 

We decree & declare the shutting of doors to the things 

of the past that would hinder us from knowing the fullness 
of God’s love. Repent for our lack of prayer for Israel.  
(Ps. 122:6) 

Proclaim the release of the forward movement and 

momentum to go through the gates God is opening for us 
individually and corporately to “lift up His banner for 
Israel. Declare His salvation comes.” (Isa.62:10-11) 
Proclaim a release of God’s love for Israel. 
 (Ps. 89:3-4 & 27) 

 2nd Week / June 4th / 2nd Mercy                                         

Adonai (YHVH) - He saves us from the suffering we 

deserve when we repent from our sins. We return to 

and acknowledge His love for Israel which is the apple 

of God’s eye. He that touches you touches God’s eye 

(Zech. 2:8). 

Tribe to pray - Simeon 

We decree & declare the promise of God is that “He 

who keeps Israel will not slumber nor sleep.” (Ps. 121:1) 

 

Proclaim the release of faith to receive the promises of 

God through faith for your nation and for the nation of 
Israel. (Ps. 4:4, Ps. 118:8) 

3rd Week / June 11th / 3rd Mercy                                   

God (EL) - God’s Omnipotence. All Powerful to defend 

and perform miracles.  

Tribe to pray – Levi  

We decree & declare a crossing over into inheritance 

for your nation and for Israel. 
Proclaim a remembrance and praise God for what He 

has done in the past, to set you free and ask Him to 

release His power for deliverance in your life, your 

nation and Israel. We are crossing over! that God will 

make Jerusalem a praise in the earth. Restoration in 

Israel means revival to the Gentile grafted in branches 

(Isa. 62:6- 7). 

 4th Week / June 18th / 4th Mercy                               

Merciful (rachum) - His protection from destruction.           

(Deut. 4:31)  

Tribe to pray - Judah 

We decree & declare that God’s promise to the Sons 

of Jacob (Israel) return to their land and be restored     

(Jer. 30:3; Ezek. 36:24-25).  

Proclaim the restoration of inheritance for your nation 

and Israel to receive their inheritance.  
 
 

5th Week/ June 25th / 5th  Mercy                                            

Kind (chanun) - Denotes the goodness of God. “The 

Lord waits to rise up to be gracious to you” (Isa. 30:18). 

We decree & declare the opening of blind eyes to the 

truth of God’s love and mercy. 

Proclaim the release of new revelation from the 

goodness of God that will bring a shift in your nation and 

in the Middle East to align with God’s purposes (Isaiah 

42:6-9). 
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Tribe to pray - Dan 

 

6th Week / July 2nd / 6th Mercy                                     

His Mercy is slow to Anger (erech apayim) - He is 

patient for repentance to come forth. He promises to 

cover you with His wings (Ps. 91:4). 

Tribe to pray - Naphtali 

We decree & declare the prayer movement will shift 

from a “prayer movement” into “a kingdom movement” 
supported by prayer because the mercy covering of the 
Messiah is releasing over your nation and Israel 
resulting in manifestations of His presence. “The 
mountains will quake before Him” (Nahum 1:5). 

Proclaim the alignment of the prayer movement with 

the new order of God which includes partnership with 

the Nation of Israel. The branches must be grafted in 

together to be partakers of the same tree (Rom. 11:16-

17, Exo. 33:13-14). 

7th Week / July 9th / 7th Mercy                                     

Tremendous Love (rav chesed) – He tilts the balance of 

judgment by adding His love and mercy on the scales of 

justice. “Righteousness and justice are the foundation of 

his throne” (Ps. 89:14). 

Tribe to pray - Gad 

We decree & declare the shutting of the door of the 

past and the opening of a new beginning establishing 
justice in your nation and in Israel (Ps 9-12, Ro. 5:18). 

Proclaim God’s Mercy will cover our sins, our 

transgressions and establish His people in 
righteousness (Isa. 54:14, Heb. 8: 10-12). 

8th Week / July 16th / 8th Mercy                                           

Tremendous Truth (ve-emet) - He makes His Word 

come true. He is faithful. “His Word never fails” (Jos. 

21:45). 

Tribe to pray - Asher 

We decree & declare your nation will be in covenant 

alignment with God’s purposes for your country and with 

Israel who is the first-born nation to bless and pray for 

the peace of Jerusalem (Ps. 122: 6). 

Proclaim The Spirit of the Lord will release to us the 

present truth to guide and direct us into the future. 

“Truth shall spring out of the earth” (Ps. 85:10-13). 
 

 9th Week / July 23rd / 9th Mercy                                         

Commands His Blessings (notzer chewed la-alafim) - 

His blessings are reserved for our descendants (Exo. 

20:5). 

Tribe to pray – Issachar  

We decree & declare the Lord will expose any 

strategies of the enemy to attack family, synagogues, 

churches and that He will shake off all sickness because 

of His faithfulness to bless those who bless Israel (Gen. 

12:3). 

Proclaim The watchmen for Israel will arise and watch 

over the Word of the Lord for Israel. “The eyes of the 

LORD gaze in all the earth. Be strengthened and your 

heart shall be perfect” (2Chron. 16:9). 

 

10th Week / July 30 /10th Mercy                                              

Forgiving Deliberate Sin (noseh avon) - He forgives 

deliberate sin when we repent. His mercy brings about 

We decree & declare God to release His wings of 

healing in our state and in Israel as the Son of 

Proclaim that the people of God in your nation will 

obey the command to proclaim Good News to the 

captives and that a healing revival will come to Israel 
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repentance and restoration. “Return to Me and I will 

return to you” (Mal. 3:7). 

Tribe to pray - Zebulon 

Righteousness arises with Healing in His wings (Mal. 

4:2). 

releasing the garments of praise in Israel and in your

11th Week / Aug 6 /11th Mercy                             

Rebellion (va-phesha) - is a sin done to spite God. He 

forgives rebellion when we turn to Him. “Turn to the 

Lord while he may be found” (Isa. 55:6-7). 

Tribe to pray – Ephraim 

We decree & declare a turning away, turn away from 

rebellion. Listen to God’s voice. Honor Him and exalt 

His name. 

Proclaim that the people of God will fear His name in 

the nations. From the rising of the sun, they will revere 

His glory (Isa. 59:19-20, Ps. 102:15). 

12th Week / Aug 13 /12th /Mercy  

 Forgiving the sin of error (ve-chata’ah) - a sin done 

inadvertently or by omission.  

Tribe to pray – Manasseh  

 

We decree & declare we will shift our nation now into a 

new order that will allow us to turn from the sins of 

omission and bless the poor, needy orphans, and 

widows in our nation. Ask His forgiveness for neglecting 

His first-born, Israel. In our building of the body of 

Messiah and for strategies of how the nations can invest 

in Israel. (Matt. 25: 32-40) “Strangers will come carrying 

your sons and daughter on their shoulders” (Isa. 49:22). 

 Proclaim a new alignment with Israel to bless and 

pray for a release of great salvation and deliverance for 

the people of Israel. “My deliverance will not be far off”  

(Isa. 46:13). 

13th Week / Aug 20-30 /13th Mercy  

He cleanses (ve-baketh) - God cleanses those who 

repent of sins done in hidden places (Ps. 19:13). 

Tribe to pray - Benjamin 

We decree & declare God will give you rest, “My 

presence will go with you, and I will give you rest” (Ps. 

4:8 / Exo. 33:14). 

Proclaim the fear of the Lord will bring the people of 

God into a new holiness and reverence for God in our 

midst both in Israel and your nation. “And all men shall 

fear and shall declare the work of God, for they shall 

wisely consider doing this. Then all humankind fears; 

they shall tell what God has brought about and ponder 

what he has done” (Ps. 64:9). 

“A Spiritual Awakening to the G 

oodness & Mercy of God” 
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God made a covenant regarding His 13-Attributes, which includes his mercies found in Exo. 34: 6 -7, 10. The Jews believe that in this covenant, whenever the Israelites would 

recite these 13-Attributes of Mercy in a time of trouble, God would come to their aid. They represent the mercies of God found in repentance. This blanket canopy of prayer will 

extend over all Israel and your nation as you pray for Israel. The canopy starts in Israel and spreads out, as you pray for Israel and for your nation. 

Prayer Points Strategy: Above are the 13-Cries for Mercy to declare weekly for Israel's protection and for the Mercy of God to intervene to make his name ONE in 

the land for a “Spiritual Awakening”. Declare each Scriptures at the head of each week daily for that week.  

 

Note: There is a difference between revival and a spiritual awakening. Revival is for the church, while a spiritual awakening is for every sphere of society. This spiritual 

awakening to God is for the whole of Israel to turn to God and awaken to His glory. “As for me, I shall behold Your face in righteousness; I will be satisfied with Your likeness when 

I awake” (Ps. 17:15 / Isa. 52:1).
